Airport Transfer Service

Participants are advised to utilize the KLIA express train for their transfer from and to Kuala Lumpur International Airport.
Located within the main airport terminal, KLIA express trains depart every 15 minutes with a total travel time of 28 minutes to
the Kuala Lumpur Sentral Station. A roundtrip fare ticket on the KLIA express train is MYR70 (USD25). For further

Upon arriving at Kuala Lumpur Sentral Station, participants staying at the MACA campus and the Park Royal Hotel are advised
to secure taxi service (10-15 minutes) to either destination. Taxis are readily available at KL Sentral Station and are considered
safe and reliable. MACA will arrange shuttle services on the afternoon of 30 August to KL Sentral Station after the workshop’s
conclusion. Note: Those who arrive or depart Kuala Lumpur International Airport on Air Asia may not have immediate access to
the KLIA express train.

Ordinary passport holders (Non-Diplomatic/Official) from the following APEC member economies are not required to obtain
visas prior to entry into Malaysia: Australia; Brunei; Canada; Hong Kong, China; Indonesia; Japan; Korea; Mexico, New
Zealand, Papua New Guinea; Peru; Philippines; Russia; Singapore; Thailand; United States; Vietnam.

Participants from China and Chinese Taipei are required to secure their visa prior to entry into Malaysia. They are kindly
requested to submit a visa application through a local Malaysia consular office. Please make sure to allow enough time for visa

processing. If required, we may send a letter of invitation to assist you in securing the necessary visa. Please contact
ewg@crowell.com if you require such a letter.

Note: Malaysia requires a yellow fever vaccination certificate for all visitors coming from or with recent travel to Peru.
